LAKE BUTTE DES MORTS CAUSEWAY

Originally opened in 1955, the Lake Butte des
Morts causeway was in need of an upgrade to
accommodate increasing traffic volumes. WisDOT
built the new, eight-lane crossing by widening to
the west. The new causeway opened to traffic
earlier this year and provides increased safety
and improved traffic flow. Improvements include:

« Three through-lanes and an auxiliary lane in
each direction (this design will also address 1
